The “Highest Degree
Earned” category refers to degrees earned in any year, not just for degrees earned this past year. Please attach a
second page if additional lines are needed.

All honorees will be recognized at the MCTLC Fall Conference Awards Luncheon with a certificate signed
by a state dignitary. Press releases will be sent out, along with a letter of congratulations to the honoree and the
principal/director of the teacher’s educational institution.
